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Abstract

The study aims to present an analytical framework for the technologies and technological
innovations applicable in Egyptian agriculture. It also seeks to assess the economic and social
impacts of the proposed technologies on farms, the agricultural sector, and the national
economy.

At the macro level, the Dynamic Computable
General Equilibrium Model (DCGE) is utilized to identify the impacts of the proposed technological
advancements on macroeconomic indicators by 2030. These indicators encompass agricultural
and total GDP, the consumer price index, total consumption, and foreign trade. After reviewing the
packages of modern technologies and practices that can be applied in Egyptian agriculture, the
study estimated the expected increases for the seven strategic crops under examination (wheat,
corn, rice, broad beans, sunflower, sugar beet, and sugarcane) by 2030. Additionally, the study
estimated the increases in livestock and fisheries production. The quantitative analysis results
of the study indicate that expected increases in productivity of these crops and commodities
will lead to an increase in agricultural income, improvement in agricultural sector indicators, and
food security, with the most important indicator being agricultural production volume and self-
sufficiency ratio. There will be a decrease in agricultural prices and an increase - at varying rates -
inallincome segments of households by the year 2030. At the overall level, the estimated increase
in productivity is expected to improve indicators of agricultural GDP, overall GDP, and lead to a
decrease in the consumer price index, thereby increasing overall consumption. Additionally, it will
achieve a tangible decrease in total imports, with a slight increase in total exports by the year
2030.

Key findings
reveal a fourfold increase in Egypt's external debt from June 2011 to June 2023, reaching $164.7
billion, accompanied by structural shifts. The debt-to-export ratio and service burdens diverge
unfavorably from comparable countries, reflecting a decline in Egypt's export-to-GDP ratio.
The crisis originates from capital account liberalization, prolonged exchange rate stability, and
increased domestic interest rates, creating a deficit in the current account. A looming external
financing gap of $19.0 billion in 2024 necessitates swift implementation of IMF-recommended
reforms, debt-investment swaps, and an accelerated exit from non-strategic economic activities.
Long-term recommendations focus on export-led industrialization, managing the impossible
trinity in monetary policy, and enhancing governance frameworks. Lessons learned underscore
the significance of sustained exports, caution against prolonged reliance on hot money, and stress
the need for a diversified economy beyond remittances. In essence, this paper offers insights into
Egypt's external debt dynamics, providing actionable recommendations for policymakers and
stakeholders to navigate the current crisis and foster long-term sustainability. Key Words: Egypt's
External Debt; External Debt Sustainability; Impossible Trinity; Debt Governance Frameworks;

a high priority for achieving sustainable development goals within the framework of Egypt's Vision

developments resulting from the digitization of the economy. The objectives of the paper include
explaining the concept of tax policy and its development, the shortcomings facing the Egyptian
tax system, while presenting the experiences of countries that have succeeded in developing an
efficient tax policy in light of recent developments. In addition to that, how can we benefit from
the experiences of those countries? The paper reached several results, including: There are some
shortcomings in the Egyptian tax system, the most important of which is the large size of the
informal sector, the phenomenon of tax evasion and tax avoidance, the low efficiency of the tax
system, the low level of tax awareness, and weak tax capacity, and the most important policy
challenge is develop a tax policy that keeps pace with the digital age and works to combat the
phenomenon of tax evasion, in addition to the role of tax policy in achieving social justice within
the framework of the sustainable development process, Therefore, the challenge facing policy
makers is to balance between finding a fair share of tax revenues, and achieving efficiency on
the other hand. The conclusion is that this paper presents recommendations and alternative to
enhance the role of tax policy in light of recent developments for the decision makers, identifies
the relevant parties, and explain the cost and benefit for the success of that policy, and reaches
comprehensive visions according to a framework that ensures the participation of all concerned
parties.

Education System in Egypt

Abstract

This study develops a system dynamics model to analyze the primary education system in Egypt
andexplore policies forimprovements. The goal of thisresearchis to enhance the quality of primary
education in Egypt by developing and utilizing a system dynamics model. The model is designed
to understand and predict the impacts of various policy interventions on critical indicators such
as class density, pupil-teacher ratios, and the development of critical thinking skills, therefore, the
key factors: student enrollment, classrooms, teachers, and critical thinking indicators are studied.
The central question guiding the investigation is how the system dynamics model can specifically
improve class density, pupil-teacher ratio, and critical thinking skills in Egypt’s primary education.
The model is tested against historical data from 2016-2023. A business-as-usual (BAU) scenario
projects trends, while alternative scenarios evaluate policy interventions. Scenario 1 combines
infrastructure expansion and teacher hiring. Scenario 2 introduces teacher training in higher order
thinking skills (HOTS). Scenario 3 integrates both scenarios. Results show that Scenario 3 achieves
the greatest improvements in class density, pupil-teacher ratios, and critical thinking index.
This underscores the need for comprehensive, evidence-based solutions addressing physical,
human, and instructional constraints to enhance and improve the quality of education. The model
provides a tool for decision-makers and stakeholders to anticipate impacts, optimize resource

allocation, and progress towards quality primary education for all.
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‘ The Sustainability of Public Debt in Egypt: An analysis Using the
DIGNAR Model.

Abstract

Over the past decade, the Egyptian government has grown increasingly concerned about the
sustainability of its public debt. This study examines the sustainability of Egypt’s public debt
using various indicators. The DSF indicators showed contradictory results, as most external
public debt showed weak ratings that allow more borrowing capacity. However, the debt service
on external debt to exports was already high in 2022 and 2023. Moreover, the study applies
the Debt, Investment, Growth, and Natural Resources (DIGNAR) model, which relies on the IMF
projections to quantify the impact of changes in exports and private remittances from 2019
to 2026 on Egypt's public debt, assuming all other exogenous variables remain constant. The
findings reveal a significant effect of changes in exports on changes in total public debt, domestic
debt, and external commercial debt. Since the projections of the IMF show slight changes in
private remittance, the researchers attributed the change in public debt to the change in exports.
According to the DIGNAR results, the change in total public debt to GDP, domestic debt to GDP,
and external commercial debt to GDP are expected to decrease by 2.6%, 1.6%, and 1%, respectively.
Consequently, the study proposes several policy recommendations to enhance the sustainability
of Egypt’'s public debt. These include reducing debt services through debt restructuring and
debt swaps, minimizing stock-flow adjustments, curbing inflation, and focusing on infrastructure
investments with high returns. The findings of the DIGNAR model also confirmed the importance

of promoting exports, which necessitates encouraging industries as the highest priority.

Medical field specially those interact with the Pharma Industry.

The research concluded that we need to use the renewable
energy in Egypt, through the expansion of the use of renewable energy in electricity generation
instead of natural gas, which contributes to achieving a surplus of gas that can be liquefied and
exported abroad on the one hand, and reducing carbon emissions on the other hand, in addition
to rationalize domestic consumption of gas, and to develop the infrastructure for gas liquefaction

and export.

The effects that scientists predicted would occur in the future are observed now, such
as sea level rise, droughts, and wildfires. However, the intensity of these effects depends on the
amounts of GHGs emitted. Therefore, the Institute of National Planning (INP) started to act through
its first Carbon Footprint report, which will be a base year for future reports. This report shows
the Carbon Footprint estimates for INP located in Nasr City, Cairo, Egypt. The reporting period is
between July 1st 2021 till June 30th, 2022. Scope 1 and Scope 2 GHG emissions were calculated
using the standards and guidelines of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC),
GHG Protocol Corporate Accounting and Reporting Standards, and met the requirements of ISO
14064-1:2018. As INP is committed to transparency when it comes to reporting its emissions,
the current report covers 4 essential greenhouse gases quantified during the calculation process
of INP's greenhouse gas inventory. These GHGs are carbon dioxide (CO2), methane (CH), nitrous
oxide (NO), and hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs). Other GHGs were excluded due to their negligible
contribution to the total GHG emissions. Emissions for each GHG are reported in metric tons of
CO, equivalent emissions (CO2e). The report concluded with recommendations in terms of (1)
improving GHG inventory completeness and occurrence; and (2) decreasing the carbon footprint
of INP. The GHG report will work as a comprehensive guide for managing and mitigating GHG

emissions within INP building.
